ON THE TRADITION OF RAISING OF VARAZ-TRDAT,
THE PRINCE OF CAUCASIAN ALBANIA, ON THE SHIELD

Summary

The “History of 684,” part of the “History of Aghvang,” has preserved a descrip-
tion of the ritual of raising the prince of Caucasian Albania Varaz-Trdat, a neph-
ew of prince Juanshir on the shield. The same person is mentioned in the “Cos-
mic History” of the 10th century, authored by Stephanos of Taron (Asoghik),
as Varazdat, to whom in 689 the Byzantine emperor Justinian II has granted
the title of “Exarch, the Second to the King (Emperor).” Collating these loosely
related accounts with various late Roman and Byzantine records of raising on
a shield, especially with the account of Theophanes about acclamation of the
future emperor Phocas as exarch by the rebel soldiers of the Danubian army in
601-602, it is possible to conclude that in late 7% century the Caucasian Albania
was temporarily incorporated into the Byzantine empire. It is important to note,
that the mentioned episode of raising on a shield of the future ruler enriches
our knowledge about the course of development of the Byzantine imperial cer-
emony.
